








Jocelyn Jones, chairman of the Crime and
Safety Committee, organized a survey of

the neighborhood after dark to evaluate poor
lighting and other hazards. Channel 5 filmed the
walk and ran it on the 10 p.m. news.

The Regional Forensic Center was approved
by Shelby County to be built on land next
to Collins Chapel. VVI and Juvenile Court
opposed this, but were able to influence

the final design in keeping with the historic

neighborhood and the Medical District Overlay
Zoning.

Laura Veesart joined the board as an advisor. Her membership in the Daughters of the American
Revolution (DAR SAR CAR) has helped us to add members and future volunteers from their ranks. The
DAR donated $1,000 to VVI earmarked to efforts of reopening the Mallory-Neely House.

Scott Blake was awarded the DAR Preservation Medal in May.
Members of Juvenile Court invited VVVI1 to participate in Juvenile Court’s 100th anniversary in
September of 2010. The celebration will take place over three days and include ceremonies, parties and

family activities. Any proceeds from the events will benefit VVI.

Judge Otis Higgs asked VVI to assist Collins Chapel with implementing a T-ball League and Field in
Victorian Village Park.

VVI is also assisting Collins Chapel in securing funding and governmental approvals for a Family Life
Center at Poplar and Orleans.

Jim Williamson with the University of Memphis’
School of Architecture selected Adams Avenue
in Victorian Village for a streetscape design class
project.

In October, Scott attended the National Trust’s
Annual Preservation Conference in Nashville
on a scholarship from the CD Council. He met
representatives from the National Endowment
for the Humanities, the National Trust, National
Parks Service, and Preserve America.

VI joined the National Trust for Historic Preservation as Forum Members to have access to articles

and research on historic properties, restoration, funding, and visitorship. VVI joined the Memphis
Convention and Visitors Bureau and have received calls about visiting this neighborhood from their web
site link. VVI is also a member of Memphis Heritage and APTA.
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
